Brisbane is well-served with available accommodation especially as it is an international tourist destination.  We can help with 

· Accommodation

· Reception at the domestic or international airports

· Advice on tourist destinations

· Practice facilities

For example:…..The United States Taekwon-Do Federation held their selection trials in Florida in March this year and the USTF entourage will be approximately 100 strong.  They will all be met at the airport and be taken to the Hotel Grand Chancellor  (approximately 250 metres from the competition venue) where their rooms are already booked.

On Monday 20 October, after the competition,  the USTF are booked (as a group activity) on the “SS  Mirimar” for a  trip on the Brisbane river to the Lone Pine sanctuary.  The boat trip costs Aus$25  and entry to the sanctuary costs Aus$???   Do you wish to be involved also,  as a chance to interact with overseas dignitaries and guests, away from the competition floor?   

The Rugby World Cup is being held during this period which is a very large event indeed in our part of the world.  Accommodation therefore needs to be booked very early.  By June/July most accommodation close to Brisbane is expected to be booked out.  What is left may be much more expensive so don’t delay.  

Brisbane is served by a very efficient rail service which normally operates within 30 seconds of the scheduled timetables.  Roma Street station is a major transit centre for Brisbane and is a pleasant walk (through the Roma Street parklands) to  the competition venue and the Hotel Grand Chancellor.
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Brisbane is a very safe city.  It has excellent shopping.  It is very clean and centred on the beautiful winding Brisbane river.  The river is served by a fleet of sleek ferries called the “City Cats”.  Well worth a ride.

Weather in Brisbane during October is usually very pleasant with occasional breezes, and daytime temperatures of approx. 20 to 28o Celsius.  If travel elsewhere in Australia is planned bring some warm clothing, especially for the southern states.  Remember Australia has a largely outdoor living style, especially in the tropical states such as Queensland. 

Airport authorities can be very “searching”.   In these troubled times,  the airport officials are friendly, helpful and professional but do not have any sense of humour when it comes to security,  agricultural and immigration matters.  Be sure to have the name and address of your intended accommodation and keep this information adjacent to your passport if traveling into Australia.   Once paperwork for the event has been sent by you,  badges will be issued to all of those involved,  which should be pinned to lapels etc.  This is a facsimile of the competition medals and will assist in locating ITF people at both the domestic and international airport terminals.

Team organizers / managers are asked to pay particular regard to the following:

a. Please forward “estimates” of the demographics of your competitors


i.e. Gender ages and weights of individual competitors and whatever


details you presently have as to the number of teams.

b. Accurate, comprehensive, early advice of where and when persons are arriving complete with flight details etc.  Inability to get this information, or getting it too late is one of the most common problems experienced in the past.

Notes:

a. Bracketing will be as follows:

2nd Gup (low red) to 1st Gup  (High Red) inclusive

1st Dan Black through 2nd Dan Black inclusive

3rd Dan Black through 4th Dan Black inclusive

5th Dan Black and above (dependant on entries).
b. Patterns will be judged by a five member panel using bi-coloured flags

c. Patterns will be performed as a match between a pair of competitors

d. Competitors will be required to perform one pattern of their choice and one pattern specified by the judging panel.

e. As a guide to competitors, it should be kept in mind that the judging panel will consider patterns with less power but a high level of technical accuracy as preferable to demonstrations of power with little technical accuracy.

a.    All teams will be required to perform one designated and one optional pattern.

b.    The designated patterns are up to Choong Moo

c.    Optional pattern  should be selected from Kwang Gae, Po Eun, or Gae Baek

d.    A maximum of two staggers will be allowed

e.    One ripple is permitted

f.    Teams are judged from the time the first team member enters the ring until the time                 

         the last team member exits the ring surface.
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Venue

All of the competition will be held at the Brisbane Boys Grammar Sports Complex 

located in Brisbane City, Queensland Australia.  

The venue is within the grounds of the Brisbane Boys Grammar.  The college grounds take up an entire block bordered by Gregory Terrace and College Road.

The best vehicular entrance to the grounds is via the College Road entrance accessed from Kelvin Grove Road or Gilchrist Avenue.   Parking is available within the grounds from the College Road entrance.

 Entry to the venue will be monitored.  Anyone seeking entry to the venue must be prepared to allow a bag search and be monitored by metal detectors.  In these times competitors and spectators alike have a right to expect due diligence on the part of the event organizers.

Spectator entry fees are as follows:

 
$10   (Aus) per spectator for each of the two days 


$15   (Aus) per spectator for both days

$5     per child (under 10yrs) per day  (Parents are responsible for children                  in their care while in the venue)

Spectator passes will be issued on the day.  However,  to avoid waiting on the days of competition,  passes can be pre-ordered from the tournament organizer.  The space within the venue for spectators is not unlimited.  To avoid disappointment pre-ordering is strongly recommended.
A canteen will be available within the venue area. Food is to be consumed only within the area designated where appropriate seating will be provided.

Changing and toilet facilities are excellent.  Chilled water is available from fountains within the venue and competitors will be provided with a practice area.  Competitors and associated officials will have a designated seating section within the competition area and will not be permitted to occupy the public viewing area.
