World Champ’s Travel Tips

I know that most of you have travelled before and everyone has their own way of preparing for travel.

Listed below are a few helpful hints that you may like to use.

· Photocopy the front page of your passport.  Leave your photocopy

With someone at home who you trust and who you can get in touch with easily.  (If a passport is lost this speeds the process of a replacement)

· Photocopy (colour) your Dan ID card or if this is not available your ITF certificate (A4 size) and forward to the Team Manager.  (if yours is lost you can still enter the tournament)

· Always carry your travel insurance documents separate to your travellers cheques/cash and main suitcase.

· Keep your list of travellers cheque numbers separate to your travellers cheques.

· Carry your Dobok/Belt/Sparring Gear/Groin Guard/Mouth Guard and Dan ID card, as hand luggage.  (if your baggage is lost, which does occasionally occur on airlines, you are still able to compete)

· Use a money belt.  These are worn next to the skin and under clothing.  Keep your passport/Travellers cheques/cash/credit cards in the money belt.  Use a wallet/belt bag etc and carry your daily allowance of cash etc. in a more obvious place. (If the wallet/belt bag gets stolen, you still have access to more funds worn in the money belt – it is highly unlikely that both will be taken)

· Pack a needle, white cotton/thread and a small pair of scissors.  This is needed to sew your competitor number onto the back of the Dobok jacket.
