Section I - General

Article 1. PURPOSE

ITFNZ is committed to providing a safe and healthy environment for any ITFNZ organised activities.
Article 2. Application

1. This policy shall apply to anyone organising or participating in an ITFNZ organised activity.

2. This policy shall apply at all times.

Section II - Purpose

Article 3. commitment

ITFNZ will strive to minimise any foreseeable hazards that may lead to personal injury or illness and damage to property or to the environment by:
1. Promoting an environment recognising health and safety as important issues.
2. Ensuring event organisers and instructors identify hazards and other safety issues.
3. Preventing accidents through training of organisers and volunteers in using good safety practices.
4. Recording any accidents and other health related issues occurring in the Regions.
5. Review policies and practices through past experiences.

Article 4. Responsibilities
1.
An effective health and safety programme relies on the commitment of instructors, event organisers, volunteers who help in running the events, event participants and members of the public do the very best they can to ensure the health and safety of the participants of ITFNZ events.

Every ITFNZ member is responsible for his/her own safety and that of his/her colleagues.

3.
Organisers and participants are to comply with all safety instructions and practices.

4.
Organisers and participants are to report any hazardous situations with respect to property and members’ health and safety.
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
